March 20 and 21: Waterfowl Weekend, 10:00 am to 4:00 pm 
Celebrate the return of spring!  Volunteer naturalists will help you view and identify over 25 different 
species of ducks, geese and swans.  The Lighthouse Interpretive Centre and the Friends’ Gift Shop 
will be open.  Also check out the children’s activities in the Lighthouse Interpretive Centre.   
  
May 22 and 23: Warblers and Whimbrels Weekend, starting at 6:30 am 
View the elusive Whimbrel and many colourful Warblers as they migrate to their northern nesting 
grounds.  Enjoy guided nature walks, bird-banding and evening programs.  The Lighthouse 
Interpretive Centre and the Friends’ Gift Shop will be open.
